· You will be given opportunities to show your level 2 and level 3 knowledge with assessments, interviews and other forms of evidence 
· Students who reach a Level 3 or higher will work on Level 4 tasks within the same Measurement Topic.  
· Students who do not achieve a Level 3 on the first formative assessment will continue working on the Level 2/3 knowledge during the Re-teach period.  Then, they will be re-assessed.  
· Students who do not achieve a Level 3 will continue to work on the measurement topic until level 3 knowledge is gained and proven.  

Grading:  You will be graded on a 4 point scale for each Measurement Topic.
